As an alternative: 

TAKE PRECAUTIONS TO PROTECT YOURSELF WHILE DOING THIS PROCEDURE 

1) Carefully recap your needles. 

2) Place needles/syringes in a strong, empty, plastic container such 
as a laundry detergent bottle. 

3) When the container is 3/4 of the way full, place lid on container 
and seal tightly with duct tape. Mark NOT FOR RECYCLE on the 
container. 

4) Place container in your regular garbage can for pickup, do not 
recycle. 

5) DO NOT place loose sharps in the regular garbage or flush down 
the toilet. 

 
Your family, neighbors, garbage collectors and landfill workers will thank you
